As we prepare to celebrate Thanksgiving and thank God for
all of the blessings he has bestowed on us, let’'s take a mo-
ment to pause and reflect on those around us who are hun-
gry. The following statistics are taken from the website of
the San Antonio Food Bank and are very startling:

- Over 38 million Americans are food insecure. More than
13 million are children and 4 million are seniors. Last
year, over 27 million people used a Food Bank for emer-
gency food assistance.

- The average rate of poverty for the San Antonio Food
Bank's 16 county area is 20.7%.

In Bexar County, roughly one quarter of the population is
potentially eligible to receive Food Stamp assistance, yet
less than half actually participate in the program.

- Texas is most food insecure state in the nation. 16.4%
of Texas' population is food insecure. Defined, food in-
security is when you are so limited in resources to buy
food that you are running out of food, reducing the qual-
ity of food that your family eats, feeding your children
unbalanced diets, or skipping meals so your children can
eat.

- The rate of children living in poverty in Texas is 22.1%;
the national rate is 17.0%. In Bexar County, the rate is
29.7% - that means that one in three children most likely
struggle with food insecurity.

- 4.9% of Texas' population experience hunger on a regu-
lar basis - more than one million people.

- 12% of Texas seniors are living in poverty. That is more
than one-quarter of a million seniors!

- More than 40% of the San Antonio Food Bank clients
served report having to choose between paying for utili-
ties or heating fuel and food; 29% had to choose be-
tween paying for rent or a mortgage and food; 36% re-
Por(tjhaving to choose between paying for medical bills or

ood.

- Each week, approximately 25,000 people receive emer-
gency food assistance from an agency in the San Anto-
nio Food Bank network.

Those numbers are hard to believe, aren't they? It's easy

to turn a blind eye - but this is not what we are called to do.

In Matthew 25 Jesus says, “I tell you the truth, whatever

you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you

did for me.” During our celebration of bounty and harvest,

let us pray and contemplate on what God would have us

do. What can we do as individuals? What can we do as
the family of St. John? One thing | strongly recommend for
those of you who have an internet connection is to visit
www.safoodbank.org/hunger101/  for an eye opening ex-
perience on hunger here in our midst - and how people
deal with it. May God send His Holy Spirit to visit us, and
lead us to serve the hungry in our community, in our state,
in our nation, and in our world. AMEN.
